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	In room 102 I critiqued the beauty sculpture of an unnamed student in the opposite section. When I first saw the sculpture I thought it was a flower. It had a brown, cardboard, square base with a tall triangular “stem” extending upward from it that was painted green. The top of the sculpture resembles that of a flower, but it only has four petals. The artist made the top portion of the sculpture with a cardboard colored paper that was also partially painted green.  
	The texture of the base made it look like there was grass inside it. The shapes of the petals are all a little bit different, but their non-uniformity makes it feel like it is freer flowing. The lines are curved which, along with the contrast between the cardboard and the paper, makes it seem like the petals are softer than the stem (which is life-like). Despite the contrast in the materials, after the entire sculpture is painted it will probably look all as one piece because all the parts seem to be being painted the same color of green. I used to think that the sculpture was of a flower, but now I believe it is probably a four-leafed clover. The part that grabs my attention the most are the petals that are branching out since the rest of the sculpture is very boxy with defined, straight lines, the contrasting top stands out to me.
	I think the artist chose to create a four-leaf clover to represent luck. The project was based on beauty, so the artist must find beauty in luck. Since four-leaf clovers are rare, the artist could be saying that beauty is rare. The uniform color of the sculpture could be symbolizing that the lucky one who has that rare beauty has it all put together (uniform). I think they chose to represent beauty in this way because it is unique, like beauty. Not many people think of clovers when they think of beauty because clovers aren’t the stand out, “wow” plants or parts of nature. The artist was able to communicate the rarity of beauty, but also the simplicity because of her very simplistic sculpture. Only have three parts which are for the most part the same color show that simplicity in beauty while the fact that it has four leaves makes the statement that beauty is rare. The artist must see the world in a way that isn’t the way most people do. Most people like to say that beauty can be found in everything, but the artist counters this idea through their work.
	My thoughts about the work have changed since I first saw it. Initially I thought that the sculpture was of a flower, but I did not understand the interesting color choice. Now that I see it is a clover, I understand and appreciate the green color. Besides finishing the painting portion of the project, I would add some different colors to the sculpture. I understand that clovers are green, but I feel as though there will be no contrast in the sculpture when it is finished and it might look bland and dull. I would add either designs on the petals or just make the color a little lighter or darker to stand out more. I think the most successful part of the work is that it communicates the image of clover well and luck is a clear theme there. I think that I have learned to choose a variety of colors and shapes to keep my projects interesting. Too much simplicity can take away from a sculpture in my opinion.
